Dear Friend,



Some time has passed since the “Friends of the 47th.was formed, and from my information it was at the summer camp in 1999. At that time the idea was born and discussed by a few diligent helpers and finally put into effect by Bob Grant. The initiation and annual fee was set at £5.00 and for this you got a membership card with your number and a lapel Badge.

For various reasons the annual fee has not been collected rigorously over the last 2 to 3 years. The organisation “The Friends” is a fund raising group instigated to raise money for the support of the “47th. Company of the BB” in Culter. The main event in the fund raising Calendar is the boxing night which used to take place in November but now takes place in February in the Culter Mill Club. This event raises between £2000 and £3000 and along with other events such as The Evening Express coupon collection, a Car Wash at the golf club and the recent Barn Dance at Old Town Farm the organisation has a healthy bank account.

Before going into what we propose to do with the money its important that you know a little more about “ The Friends”. We have formed a committee with Bob Grant as the Manager, John Grant as the Treasurer, Melvyn Blades Assistant Manager and me , Ian McLaren as Secretary. “ The Friends” now have a bank account at the Clydesdale Bank In Cults and money can only be taken out by cheque with 2 signatures.( i.e. Treasurer + Melvyn Blades or Ian McLaren). It is the intention of the committee to obtain Charity status before 6th. April 2005 thus avoiding tax on any interest gained in the bank account during the current tax year. We will advise members if and when this has been achieved.

The events previously listed take a lot of time and effort by the members of the committee and some very diligent helpers and whilst more help would be welcome it is not always practical or possible for most of the members, so the annual subscription to “ The Friends” is your way of helping to support the Culter Boys Brigade. For details of where to send your subscription see attached sheet.

We are suggesting that the year be from 1st. December to 30th. November and that a period of 2 months be allowed in which to pay ,i.e. 1st.Dec.to30th.Nov. each year. After that time we will assume that the membership has lapsed. The period from your initial payment to 1st Dec’04 will be ignored due to lack of organisation on our part.

Now for the good part about “ The Friends” spending money to help the young boys of the Company. We are seeking Quotations to purchase a new Marquee to replace the large one in present use. We also suggest the purchase of a Barbeque for the camp and for hiring out if required along with the tent hire. There will be other purchases to be made once we meet with the officers of the company and find out what their needs are.

This letter is more than a year later than first suggested, not because it was forgotten or put to the side, but due to some emotive issues that have taken place in Culter. Now that the letter is done it is intended that we do it at least once a year to drum up your support and your subscriptions and of course to keep you informed,
